**Remember that flowchart support/ level of intensity of strategies moves bottom to top -   universal strategies to secondary strategies to tertiary strategies.





Secondary Strategies:


Possible Interventions/Consequences 








Behavior/learning contracts


Conference with parent and/or student


Parent contact/collaboration


Seek support from the Behavior Support Team


Time out


Loss of privilege


Re-teach desired behavior


Buddy classroom


Counselor referral








Remind student of TEAM (verbal warning if needed)


Positive reinforcement (( notes home, sticker, treasure box, compliments, compliment corner, etc.)


Recognize another student showing the desired behavior


Practice desired behavior in single setting


Re-teach TEAM expectation


Use of sensory strategies: humor, music, movement


Cuing/pre-corrects 


Clear routines and procedures


Preferential seating & proximity


Parent contact/collaboration
